I. 1860ts
Edward Lovell, esq. was living in Savannah, Georgia in 1860. He was

forty-six years old and worth sixty thousand dollars(value of real estate,
twenty-four thousand dollars; value of personal estate, thirty-six thou-
sand dollars). His wife, Mary, was forty years old. The lovells had four
children: Edward Francis, thirteen; Ellen M., nine; Grace A., seven; and

Robert P., five. All of the children were born in Sa.w.vamna.h.4



II. 1870's
Edward Iovell, esq. had a home in Savannah, Georgia at 126 West

Taylor.5 He helped. his son, Edward Francis, with his co-partnership
hardware business(Crawford and Iovell). All of his children were still

living at home. 6

The first record I have found of Edward lovell as alderman was
in 1874, He was on the Accounts, Fire(of which he was cha.iman7), Jail,
Pumps, and Water Works St;nding Committees of Council, and was also a
Commissioner of Water Works.8 He attended almost all of the city council

meetings. J

The year 1876 seemed to be a busy one for Edward Lovell. Along
with his duties as an alderman, he was appointed one of four directors
of the Savannah and Ogeechee Canal Company. Mr. F. Blair was president
of this company and whenever he was absent from the city, Edward Iovell

would act as president, pro-tenm. 10

The Lovells had a thriving hardwaré business on Broughton Street
(113-115 West). It was first named Crawford and Lovell, lbut it later
came to be known as Edward Iovell'!s Sons(Edward F. and Robert P.).12
The store had everything from agricultural implements to house furnishing
goods. It was even listed under "Tin and Sheet Iron Manufactures" in the

city directoryld

Congress Street, 121-123 West, was another site for a thriving

hardware business. The Property was in Edward Lovell's name for awhile. 1
