Stevart Austin, miller, immicreted [rom Glancarin, Scotland
in 1840 - 1841 to the United Stetes with his vife M renret
Johnson, A native of Dumfries Shire, scotlond. Stewart resided
in Savanneh for fourteen years, during which time he maint=inad
o small number of nronerty holdings located in the =~2rea presently
surrounding the Chatham County Courthouse, Marcaret died in
January of 1849 and Stewart died in Aucust of 1854, They were

curvivel by two of their four children; Letticie E. Austiu and

John Stewart Austin.

Stewsrt Austin, 2 native of Glencerin, Scotlend, was born
on November 16, 1806.1 He died on August 27, 1854 of ﬂnoolexv
while residing 2t Lot #15 on State Street of the Colurbia ward,

to September 1841 but the exact date i not known.4
