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Amherst Willoughby Stone was born in Vermont in 1824. He came to
Atlanta around 1854. While there, he was to co~-incorporate the Bank
of Fulton and the Georgia Air Line Railroad. During the Civil War
he returned to Verﬁont. He came to Savannah in 1865 as U.S. District
Attorney for Georgia. He was to hold varius offices in the military
courts there. In 1873, he moved to Denver, Colorado and subsequently

became a federal judge. He died in Leadville, Colorado in 1900.
